Dialogue Rules
1. Indent every time a new person speaks.

2. Put quotations around the things people say aloud.

3. Capitalize the first word of a direct quotation.

4. Put end punctuation inside the quotations marks.
5. When a person’s exact words are interrupted by other words in the sentence, use quotations only around the person’s words.

“When class begins,” announced Mrs. Fleming, “we answer the questions on the board.”
