How to make a thesis statement using a complex sentence:

*Decide what point you are trying to make about your subject.

Example: My essay is on “Seeing-Eye Dogs” (It is an informational piece) My point is to inform people that they can train a seeing-eye dog.
*Make a complex statement using a subordinating conjunction (AAAWWUBBIS)
You must have part one and part two.

*Add a transition to the beginning.

So, I want to encourage people to train seeing-eye dogs.

My thesis statement could be:

1) Although training a seeing-eye dog can be a lot of work and rather time consuming, the satisfaction that comes from being a trainer makes it completely worth the effort. (emphasis on it being worth it even if it might be hard)
2) Because so many people need the use of a seeing-eye dog to help them get through life, being a trainer to these wonderful dogs is a great way to serve your community and to help others. (emphasis on helping others)

3) If you train a seeing-eye dog to be a companion to people who are sight impaired, you will be giving them the gift of freedom. (emphasis on giving people their freedom by training a dog)
