Rubric for Paragraph

A score of a 4 means:

· Engaging topic sentence

· Fully explained supporting details

· 0-1 error in capitalization, punctuation, or spelling
· At least 3 complex sentences
· Summary (wrap-up) sentence 

A score of a 3 means:

· Adequate topic sentence

· Sufficient supporting details

· 2-3 errors in capitalization, punctuation, or spelling
· 1-2 complex sentences
· Satisfactory summary (wrap-up) sentence 
A score of a 2 means:

· An attempt at a topic sentence – not engaging
· Attempted supporting details 
· 4-5 errors in capitalization, punctuation, or spelling
· Only simple and compound sentences
· Attempted summary (wrap-up) sentence 

A score of a 1 means:

· No evidence of a  topic sentence

· Supporting details lacking information
· 6 or more errors in capitalization, punctuation, or spelling
· Only simple sentences
· No summary (wrap-up) sentence
