Vocabulary #1 (The Writing Process)

1. prompt: this is given to the reader so that he or she will know what to write about.

2. drafting: this is the stage of writing where you take your outline or graphic organizer and start writing paragraphs in an organized manner.

3. conclusion: this is the ending paragraph of your paper. It needs to be a strong wrap-up to your essay.

4. supporting details: These are key points for the body paragraphs.


5. revising/editing: this is the stage in writing where you add or subtract sentences, move them around, add more detail, and make corrections. 

6. introduction: this first paragraph should grab the reader’s attention and let the reader know what the essay is about. 

7. sequential order: the logical order of a piece of writing.

8. prewriting: this is the writing stage where you plan your writing by brainstorming and creating an outline or graphic organizer.

9. body: this is the main part of your essay; it needs to be well organized with specific facts, details, and examples.
